Frequently asked questions:
· Do we need bedding and a sleeping bag? The beds at Horizon are vinyl are thus a little slippery. A fitted twin bed sheet on under a sleeping bag will help prevent slippage during the night. However, this is absolutely NOT necessary.

· What will the weather be like? Horizon traditionally gets a bit of snow every month of the year. In the days leading up to the trip I would recommend watching the weather for the Cochrane/Canmore area because it will be the most accurate. I plan on packing a toque, mitts, rain pants, a rain coat, shorts, and t-shirts. It’s best to be prepared of anything!

· Do the kids need to bring any food? The students need to bring a hardy lunch for the first day. All lunch bags will be collected after this meal and will not be returned until we return to the school on Wednesday. This is purely preventative as there are small rodents at camp that would love to do nothing better than snack on tasty treats. Students will be provided with 3 round meals each day, with the addition of an evening snack. The school will also be providing a snack and juice for the trip home on Wednesday.

· Is the water drinkable? The water at Horizon is absolutely drinkable; however, tends to have a bit of a taste to it. The school will provide each student with 2 water bottles/ day and the camp will always have juice available.

· What are the meals? We have opted to have all meals served vegetarian. If your family keeps kosher, please make the school aware and we will make the appropriate accommodations.
