4 Questions

2. The people from Judah who were taken to Babylon remained Jewish unlike the people from Israel who were taken to Assyria and were lost to Jewish history.  

a. What explains the difference?  

b. Compare and contrast these two events in detail.
3. Compare and contrast two opposing parties the Pharisees and the Sadducees. Explain how they are similar and how they are different.

4. At Masada, a stubborn community of nearly 1,000 men, women and children refused to surrender, keeping the Romans at bay for several years.  When they realized that the end was near they decided to commit suicide rather than surrender. 
a. Explain their thinking. 
b. Do you agree with their decision?
