Assessment: Persuasive / Position Paper rubric

Process: 

Take notes - for each of the five points - during class discussions and based on our textbook information. 

Develop paragraphs for each point by using information from this chapter and other chapters as needed.

Articulate your personal position on the role of taxation in general, specific taxes in particular, and what must guide our use of “Tax Payer Dollars”. 

Use specific examples

Respond to different points of view / policies of opposing political parties

Keep an open mind: do not form a firm position at the outset. Read through the chapter and collect examples, views, terms, you need for your paper.
